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1 Introduction  

 
The Update Pac for VP-ASP Cart 7.0 was created based on feedback from our customers.  
 
We have included a number of new features, some feature enhancements and some code fixes to deal with issues 
raised in our helpdesk. 
 
Some of the new features are the 3D Image Zoom module to allow your customers to either zoom in on a product 
or expand an image. We have also added some great social networking marketing tools to help increase your 
presence on FaceBook and  Twitter. 
 
There is also a low level security update which is not critical but will not hurt to have to added to your site. 
 
The big change is to improve the speed when using SQL Server. After applying the Update pac you will find your 
site when using SQL Server runs much faster then before. 
 
Note :  
Please do not apply this Update Pac if your VP-ASP 7.0 version is more recent  than 6

th
  of October 2010. 

You can check your version release date  from the file shop$version.asp located in the ñconfigò folder  
 
For example : const xreleasedate = "2010/08/26", means that your version release date is 26

th
 of August 

2010. 
 
If you have a more recent version we recommend downloading the very latest release from our site and 
comparing your site against the latest release and moving the changes across. 
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2 What is the best way for me to proceed?  

The Update Pac is recommended for all VP-ASP Cart 7.0 users however how you approach the upgrade will differ 
from site to site. 
 
There are a number of files that need to be updated and if you have made changes to the default code then the 
upgrade process can have an increased level of difficulty. 
 
A great help for you will also be if you can locate the original copy of VP-ASP Cart that you used to build your site 
with as this can be used to compare against your live site to isolate any code changes you have made. 
 

2.1  I have not made many changes from the standard version we first downloaded.  

If you have a site that has had few file changes we would recommend downloading the very latest full version of 
VP-ASP Cart and using this to develop your site from and just migrate across your design changes or re-uploading 
your logo if that is all the changes you have made. 
 
This is by far the simplest and quickest option and will suit most VP-ASP Cart users.

If you are still within the 12 month license period this is a free upgrade. 
 
When going through the Install Wizard remember to select Upgrade rather than Install and this will ensure 
your database is used for the upgrasde site so you do not lose any of your order history or product data. 
 
This will also ensure that your design is kept the same the same as VP-ASP Cart uses the database to store the 
location of your containers. 
 

2.2  I have made some design changes to CSS and the HTML templates only  

If you have only made some design changes to the CSS files and HTML templates all you need to focus on is 
ensuring the templates and CSS changes are brought across. 
 
It may be worth your while downloading the latest full version and applying your changes to the complete package 
instead as this will possibly be an easier approach than upgrading your existing site. 
 
This way it also ensurs you are using the very latest release with all patches applied. 
 
When going through the Install Wizard remember to select Upgrade rather than Install and this will ensure 
your database is used for the upgrasde site so you do not lose any of your order history or product data. 
 
This will also ensure that your design is kept the same the same as VP-ASP Cart uses the database to store the 
location of your containers. 
 
 

2.3  I have made changes to t he core code as well as the templates and CSS files.  

 
If you have made changes to the core code it will be a more involved process to upgrade your site. We have tried 
to outline the best steps to follow to upgrade your site and we recommend reading carefully the guide below.

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3 Preparation Phase  

 
This phase will provide guide for you on how to prepare your existing VP-ASP 7.00 site to get ready for the Update 
Pac installation. 
 
Please follow these steps below carefully for the Preparation Phase : 

3.1  Setup folders in y our local computer  

 
1. Create local folder in your computer to store your existing 7.00 site e.g. my700folder. 

 
Then, please download everything from your live VP-ASP 7.00 files into this folder.  
 
You will need to use FTP software to download the files e.g. Filezilla. 

 
If you do not have any FTP software, you can download Filezilla FTP.

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2. Create local folder in your computer to store the VP-ASP Update Pac files e.g. SP1. 

  
 
If you do not have the Update Pac, you can download from : 
http://www.vpasp.com/sales/vpasp700sp.asp 
 
Simply enter your Original Order Number and Email address to download it.  
Once you have submitted the download form, VP-ASP will automatically locate Update Pac files that 
suitable to your existing VP-ASP 7.00 version.

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Please unzip all files and folders of the VP-ASP Update Pac into ñSP1ò folder. 
 

 
 

3. Create local folder in your computer to store the original VPASP 7.00 files e.g. vpasp700defaultpack. 

  
 
This is the original VPASP 7.00 pack that you bought from VP-ASP the first time. When you buy VP-ASP 
7.00 software , you usually get the zip file sent to your email.  
 
Note : If you cannot locate your default VP-ASP 7.00 pack in your computer, please check your email that 
you registered in VP-ASP, the software should be attached in the email when you bought our software. If in 
case you already delete it from your email and you cannot find it somewhere in your computer, you can 
submit a ticket to our helpdesk at :

We will try to locate if we have your VP-ASP 7.00 version that you bought on the past. If we have it, we will 
forward it to you. 
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Please unzip all files and folders of your VP-ASP 7.00 default pack into ñvpasp700defaultpackò folder. 
 

 
 

4. Create local folder in your computer named e.g. my700customised. This folder is only to store the files / 
folders that have been customized since you purchased VP-ASP 7.00.  
 
You will leave this folder empty for the moment until later we will use Winmerge to compare which files 
have been customized  and will be copied the modified files / folders into this folder. 

  
 

5. Go to "SP1" folder, rename file "shopadmin.asp" located in the folder "SP1\admin\" to a name that is the 
same as your existing 7.00 admin page name e.g. if your existing admin page is called myadmin.asp, then 
please rename shopadmin.asp to myadmin.asp. 
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6. Go to "vpasp700defaultpack" folder, rename file "shopadmin.asp" located in the folder 
"vpasp700defaultpack \admin\" to a name that is the same as your existing 7.00 admin page name e.g. if 
your existing admin page is called myadmin.asp, then please rename shopadmin.asp to myadmin.asp. 
 

             
 
 

7. Go to "SP1" folder, rename sub folder "admin" to a folder name that is the same as your existing 7.00 
admin folder name e.g. if your existing admin folder name is my700admin, then please rename admin 
folder to my700admin. 
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If your existing 7.00 admin folder name has not changed, then just leave it as "admin" sub folder in the 
"SP1" folder. 

 
 

8. Go to "vpasp700defaultpack" folder, rename sub folder "admin" to a folder name that is the same as your 
existing 7.00 admin folder name e.g. if your existing admin folder name is my700admin, then please 
rename admin folder to my700admin. 
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If your existing 7.00 admin folder name has not changed, then just leave it as "admin" sub folder in the 
"vpasp700defaultpack" folder. 

 
 

3.2  Compare your d efault VP - ASP 7.00 pack with y our existing VP - ASP 7.00 f iles  

 
9. Compare all  files between "vpasp700defaultpack" folder and  ñmy700folderò folder using Winmerge. 

This step is aimed to locate any existing files that have been customized since you purchase the VP-ASP 
7.00 pack. 
 
Note : 
 If your existing VP-ASP files do not have any previous customization (asp file changes, template 
changes, etc.),  you can skip this and continue to step 10H. 
Most majority existing VP-ASP site should already have custom code and have custom design so it 
would be good to check with winmerge for certainty. 
 
A. To continue with this step, you need to download Winmerge at : 
http://winmerge.org/downloads/ 
    
Please install and run the program once it is ready. Then compare the same files of both folders. 
 
B. In the Winmerge, Click File > Open. 
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There will be Left and Right field that you can enter the folders to compare. 
 

 
 
In the Left field, click Browse and locate your ñvpasp700defaultpackò folder. Click Open. 
 

 
 
 In the Right field, click Browse and locate your ñmy700folderò folder. Click Open. 
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 Click OK if both Left and Right field have folder selected. 
 

  
 
 After clicked OK, you should see the progress of comparing files. 
 

  
 

C. You can see the comparison result from the center column ñComparison resultò. 
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Click the ñComparison resultò column so that it will be sorted. 
 

 
 

 
 

Select all of the files that have ñFiles are differentò status. 
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Right click on it and choose Copy > Right to é 
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Browse to the folder ñmy700customisedò, and click OK. 
 

  
 

You will be informed to copy the files from my700folder  to the location of ñmy700customisedò. 
Click Yes to proceed. 
 

  
 
 

D. Now, we assume that all of your modified files in the root have been copied to the folder 
ñmy700customisedò . You will also do the checking for the sub folders. 

 
Scroll down to the sub folders that do not have status, as like the screenshot below. You only need to 
check the sub folders that do not have status in the ñComparison resultò column. 
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Note :  
The sub folders that you will need to compare are as below : 
- admin  and its sub folders 

(note : if your existing live site has already changed the ñadminò folder name to other folder name e.g. 
my700admin, then only need to compare the my700admin folder. 
Note : You do not need to compare the admin sub folders below : 

o config 
o editor 
o export 
o fusioncharts 
o help 
o import 
o images 

- captcha 
- js 
- stylesheets 
- templates and its sub folders 

Note :  
If you are using 2 columns layout, then you only need to check the folder ñdefault-2colsò sub folder. 
If you are using 3 columns layout, then you only need to check the folder ñdefault-3colsò sub folder. 
Any images folder you do not need to compare as well. 
 

To do comparison for sub folders, you need to double click the sub folder so that Winmerge can do 
comparison for the selected sub folder. 
 
For example, we are going to compare the sub folder ñcaptchaò. Then double click the ñcaptchaò folder. 
 

 
 
If the result is ñIdenticalò status, means there is no customization to the files in the folder.  
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You can continue to check the other sub folders mentioned above, double click the Up arrow in the top left 
to move back to the root. 
Note : You only need to check which files have ñFiles are differentò status, and if have any, to copy the 
file(s) to folder ñmy700customisedò into the suitable sub folder. 
 
If the result contains files that have ñFiles are differentò status, then please follow these steps : 
 
- Select the file(s), then right click and go to Copy > Right to é 

 

 
 

- In the pop up dialog, please select my700customised folder and then click ñMake New Folderò 
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- Rename the New Folder that you just created to the sub folder name that you are comparing now. 

 
 

- In this example, we will rename it to my700admin as we are comparing that sub folder. Click OK. 
 

 
 

- You will be prompted with the confirmation box, click Yes.
